Home Learning 

We value any support that can be provided 

at home with home learning. We encourage 

all children to read daily, and share their 

reading with an adult where possible. 

Please also spend time with your child 

rehearsing their spellings. These will be given 

weekly and will be checked by adults in 

school. 

It would also be helpful if you and your child 

could spend time ensuring that they are fluent 

with their times tables and complete their 

arithmetic homework, which we will mark in 

class together each week. We will also be 

using our Teams page this year! 

 

Water Bottles 

We encourage all children to bring a clear 

water bottle into school.  Only water may be 

brought in unless an acceptable alternative 

has been agreed with Assistant     

Headteacher, Mrs Randall.  An additional 

water or juice bottle can be brought in for 

lunch times if desired.
