YEAR 4 WOLF MOUNTAIN VISIT

Further to our previous letters we are writing to confirm that the Wolf Mountain visit is
taking place on Thursday 30 April 2026.

The children will be participating in four different activities with trained instructors and
safety equipment.

The visit will take place during normal school hours, so the children need to arrive as
normal and be collected as usual from the front playground.

The children will need to bring in a packed lunch and their water bottle (no glass bottles,
fizzy drinks or items that contain nuts). If your child is entitled to a benefits related Free
School Meal and you would like the School Kitchen to provide a packed lunch (which
consists of a sandwich, a small packet of crisps, a piece of fruit, a biscuit and a drink)
please email admin@alder.dudley.sch.uk to inform Mrs Barwell by 10am Wednesday
22 April 2026. If we do not hear from you by this time, we will assume that you are
providing your child with lunch.

On the day the children will need to wear leisure-wear clothing suitable for climbing
and other activities- see details below:

e Trousers such as jogging trousers or leggings. Not denim jeans. No shorts.

e Along sleeved top or T shirt and also a jumper or warm long sleeved top as Wolf
Mountain is a cold venue inside.

e Trainers for footwear, ideally a thinner sole and not a chunky one as those can be
more difficult to wear with some of the activities.

Dependent on the weather, also recommended is that children bring a change of socks
and footwear, to wear in case they get muddy and a plastic bag to put their muddy footwear
and socks into. Please Note: Long hair must be tied back.

You have already given Parental Consent for your child to take part in the visit. If for any
reason that has changed and you no longer wish your child to take part in the visit, or you
have any queries regarding the visit, please contact the School Office via email
admin@alder.dudley.sch.uk by 10am Wednesday 22 April 2026.
