Reception Highlights 

This half -term has flown by in Reception and 

has been packed full of learning.  We really  

enjoyed our special project all about animals 

and habitats where we took care of an animal 

which turned out to be a beautiful little owl!

Year 1 Highlights 

We have had a very busy half ðterm in Year 1! In English, we have been using story 

language and focused on retelling familiar stories. We also looked at diaries and have 

used The Storm Whale and Little Red Riding Hood to inspire us when writing diaries. 

In Maths, we have looked at addition and subtraction.  We have used our known            

number facts to help us add and subtract teen numbers up to 20. We have also used 

our knowledge of number bonds to 10 to help us learn number bonds to 20.  

In Science, we have been looking at animals including humans. We have explored the 

five animal groups and looked at what makes each group special. We also looked at 

their diets and what they need to eat to survive. In DT, we have looked at structures 

and learnt all about free standing structures. We then created our own houses         

inspired by The Great Fire of London. In History, we have travelled back to 1666 and 

learnt all about The Great Fire of London. In Music, we have used musical                           

instruments to create our own piece of music called The Phone Call. In RE, we have 

explored the Easter Story and learnt about the different events in the Holy week.  Our 

highlights have been our trip to Selly manor and World Book Day!

Year 2 Highlights 

Well we have certainly had a jampacked half ðterm in Year 2!  

In English, we have been reading Whoõs Afraid of the Big Bad Book. This has inspired 

us to write a letter about how to look after the books in school. We have been                

continuing to practise our handwriting and will soon be starting to learn how to join!  

In Maths, we have further developed our addition and subtraction strategies with 2 

digit numbers. The children have been working hard with their Arithmetic skills and 

have shown off their knowledge with weekly Arithmetic tests.  We have also been 

practising our counting in different steps to prepare ourselves for times tables in the 

Summer Term.  

This half -term, 2A have been exploring the physical and human features of Kenya 

and comparing them to the UK. The children have loved finding out about a new 

country. 2C have been learning about key significant people throughout History and 

have thoroughly enjoyed discovering why they are important and the impact they 

have had on our country or the world.  

As part of the Year 2 Science curriculum about plants, the children planted some          

potatoes! We look forward to harvesting them in the Summer Term!  

Another exciting highlight of the term was of course World Book Day, a wonderful 

day to celebrate reading and the costumes were fantastic! Both classes are loving 

the Faraway Tree stories by Enid Blyton and so were delighted when Mr Saucepan 

Man and Moonface came to visit (AKA Mrs Mason and Miss Reynolds!)  



 

 

Year 3 Highlights 

The children have had a short but busy half -term. A highlight was celebrating World 

Book Day, where the children enjoyed sharing their favourite books with one another 

and listening to others read. It was wonderful to see their enthusiasm for reading and 

storytelling,  and their costumes were amazing to see.  

In English, the children have been enjoying our class text  The Iron Man  by Ted Hughes. 

They have written their own set of  instructions on how to trap the Iron Man, focusing on 

using time and manner adverbials to add detail to their writing. The children have also 

written setting descriptions inspired by the coastal setting in ôThe Iron Manõ. In this   

writing, they worked hard to include figurative language, such as similes, to bring their 

descriptions to life for the reader.  

In Maths, Year 3 have worked incredibly hard and have become adept in using the             

column addition algorithm. All of  the strategies have now been taught for addition in 

Year 3 - many of  which they will use throughout their school life. Next, Year 3 will tackle 

column subtraction - something which they are very keen to learn. Year 3 have also 

learnt all of  their 8 times tables and they have started to learn the 3s.         

In History, the children have been learning about the Romans. Just before half -term, the 

children took part in a Roman Experience Day where they learned key facts about being 

a Roman soldier in that time period. The children had the opportunity to try on armour 

that soldiers would have worn - they were surprised by how heavy it was.  The children 

were fascinated by the true story of  Boudica and were particularly excited when they 

had their Roman soldier training by a real life Roman!

Year 4 Highlights 
Year 4 have had a fantastic and busy half -term, filled with lots of  exciting learning and 
memorable experiences! One of  the highlights was a visit from the SPARKS Fire       
Service, who came to talk to the children about the importance of  fire safety. The    
session was engaging and informative, and the children learned what to do in an 
emergency, including practising the important safety technique: òStop, Drop and 
Roll.ó It was a brilliant opportunity for the children to learn practical skills that could 
help keep them safe.  
 

In English, we have been enjoying our class text Podkin One -Ear , which has sparked 
lots of  thoughtful discussion and imaginative ideas. Alongside our reading, we have 
been developing our understanding of  sentence structure, including using fronted 
adverbials and inverted commas correctly in dialogue. The children have also been 
working hard to ensure they are confident with apostrophes for contractions and   
possession, helping to make their writing clearer and more accurate.  
 

In Maths, the children have been learning about perimeter and applying their 
knowledge to different shapes and problems. We have also been strengthening our 
skills in addition and subtraction of  4 -digit numbers , including using regrouping , and 
developing our understanding of  rounding . Alongside this, we have been spending 
lots of  time practising our times tables so that we can become both quicker and more 
accurate .  
 

Finally, in Computing , the children have been learning the basics of  coding using    
Turtle Academy. They have enjoyed experimenting with commands to create shapes 
and patterns while developing their problem -solving and logical thinking skills. It has 
been a wonderful term in Year 4, and we are very proud of  the enthusiasm and effort 
the children have shown across all areas of  their learning.  

 
  



 

 

Year 5 Highlights 

Year 5 have been working extremely hard 

this half -term and have shown great              

enthusiasm in their learning across the       

curriculum. In Science, they have been    

learning about life cycles and exploring how 

different animals and plants grow and 

change over time.  

 In English, the children have been                       

developing their descriptive writing skills,     

using ambitious vocabulary and interesting 

sentence structures to make their writing 

more engaging.  

In Maths, they have been learning how to use 

vertical and horizontal relationships to find 

equivalent fractions, as well as simplifying 

fractions with increasing confidence.  

The children also greatly enjoyed using atlas-

es in Geography to identify and locate differ-

ent countries in South America, building their 

map -reading skills and curiosity about the 

world!
