We then moved
on to minibeasts! The children are really enjoying our project and are
leading the learning in such a great way. We have learnt about so many
different minibeasts, their habitats and all about life cycles. We are
lucky in our school grounds to get to see lots of minibeasts every day
which has been fun. We have done lots of writing too, including fact
files, information booklets, sentences linked to minibeasts stories and
sentences about the life cycle of a butterfly. In Phonics we have learnt
how to read words containing more than one digraph which was tricky
and we are now looking at words with adjacent consonants. In Number
Time we have explored addition and subtraction, grouping and sharing,
odd and even numbers and done lots of work on shape.

We went bug hunting, pond dipping, made Stick
men, built habitats, explored the adventure climbing and had a picnic in
the sunshine!
